Introduce stripped wire into the  
clamping unit up to the stop and hold  
it in position . . .

Counter-clockwise rotation using a 
screwdriver (blade width 5.5 mm). Hold 
clamp in open position using the latch.

The voltage tap is inserted into the 
jumper contact slot. It can be fitted 
with a strain relief plate and provides 
test option for Ø 2 mm/2.3 mm test 
plugs.

Wire connection 50 / 95 mm2

Reliable and simple tap directly 
onto the power supply. Insert 
the unwired tap before ope-

ning the pressure spring.
